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Women’s Dietary Diversity Score (WDDS) indicator is based on ten food groups and measures the extent 
to which a woman consumes foods from these food groups. The WDDS ranges from 0 to 10, and a higher 

WDDS is preferred.  A Minimum Dietary Diversity (MDD-W) is achieved when a woman consumes at 
least five food groups out of ten within the last 24 hours before to be interviewed.
