• During the 2009 G-8 Summit in Italy, President Obama called 

on global leaders to reverse the decades-long decline in 
investment in agriculture and strengthen global efforts to 
reduce poverty, hunger and undernutrition.

• To lead the way, the United States pledged $3.5 billion to this 
effort over three years

• Additional $18.5 billion in support from G-8 members and 
other donors

• The U.S. contribution to this global commitment is know as the 
“Feed the Future” Initiative.

agriculture-led growth and improves nutrition
• Leverage the benefits of multilateral institutions 
• Deliver on sustained and accountable commitments, phasing in 

investments responsibly to ensure returns, using benchmarks 
and targets to measure progress toward shared goals, 
and holding ourselves and other stakeholders publicly 
accountable for achieving results



Importance of surveys and research for 
policymaking

• Feed the Future is the U.S. Government’s largest food security program. 

• Feed the Future is an initiative of the USAID for food security that seeks to:

− Reduce poverty, hunger, and undernutrition among women and children 

− Increase income, women’s empowerment, dietary diversity, and 
appropriate child feeding practices

• Feed the Future works in certain geographical areas called “Zones of 
Influence” (ZOI).
