As of December 2017, USAID ADVANCE  supported 127,050 farmers of which 41,031 (32%) are youth. 46% of youth farmers are women. 30,883 are maize farmers, 9,415 soybean farmers and 7,643 are rice farmers (some young farmers are involved in multiple crops).

• In general, young male 
farmers produced and 
sold more crops than 
young female farmers.

Youth as SSP

• Through 2017, USAID ADVANCE 
trained and provided 179 youth with 
spraying suits, knapsack sprayers, 
respirators, goggles, and hand gloves.

• SSPs provided services such as 
weeding out fields and spraying to 
control insects and pests to 3886 
farmers.

• SSPs sprayed over 3876 hectares of 
farmland.

• SSPs generated total revenues of
$78,500.

Overall, there are 5,218 (30%) young men and women VSLA members between 18 and 35 out of 17,315 VSLA total members at the end of 2017.

32% of the total amount saved by VSLA members in 2016 came from youth. This increased to 36% in 2017. Among youth, female members saved twice as much as male members.




Loans disbursed by VSLAs to Youth
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Comparing youth VSLA members loan beneficiaries with overall VSLA loan 
beneficiaries by year
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Overall 72% of VSLA members receiving loans from VSLAs in 2016 were 
young. 70% in 2017. 
Loans received by VSLA members were used to purchase inputs, start other 
income generating activities, pay their school fees and assist in their 
households.
