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Women increase their incomes by harnessing the potential of NRPs in their communities

AgNRM is supporting women build livelihood skills focusing on value chains women have and can access such as shea, dawadawa and tamarind - These NRP value chains are traditionally the domain of women, and women have the support of the community to transform these NRPs into income sources.
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In addition to the indigenous economic tree species, women are cultivating moringa, which is a tree that matures quickly and has both household nutritional value and a booming national and international market.
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The AgNRM value chain approach creates linkages between women and the end buyers, who offer competitive prices for the improved quality products.
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AgNRM also supports communities to be responsible for managing these natural resources for natural regeneration through the Community Resource Management Area model.
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Women gain access to credit to grow their businesses through the Village Savings and Loan Associations

VSLAs are enabling women to build resilience in small but impressive savings mobilization to grow their businesses.

VSLA are allowing women privacy and independence – two things that they value very much. In a recent discussion, women remarked that the VSLA allowed them to “cover their shame.”  Without their VSLA they would be forced to request money from relatives and friends – requiring them to explain situations that they would rather keep private. 
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Increasing women’s access and control over land and natural resources by building their leadership and negotiation skills

Supporting women to negotiate formal land agreements which has enabled women to make independent and long-term investment decisions, including adopting Climate Smart Agriculture practices and planting tree crops like moringa.
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AgNRM is striving to give women voice; strengthening their leadership and negotiation skills for independent decision-making and self-advocacy, as demonstrated by Alima, pictured here. 

In response to whether she could really use the land tenure agreement to refuse her husband if he wanted to take the land was “no.”  But after a brief pause Alima said but the agreement did allow her to say something, something important, that she could not say before.  She could take the conversation further, she had leverage. This was clearly a benefit to her and while her empowerment was not total and absolute, it was significant and important.  She felt she could take the next step and the agreement facilitated her position.
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Conclusion: AgNRM is providing women with multiple opportunities for growth and development, many of which they can translate into increased earning power. In sum, women are becoming more resilient members of their household and communities.
